Sandy Waters

We are proud to honor Sandy Waters, a
longtime champion of the YMCA of
Greenwich and former Board member and
Board Chair.

Sandy has been a devoted supporter of our
mission for many years and is the founding
member of our President’s Leadership Council,
continuing her legacy of distinguished
leadership and service to our community.

Greenwich residents for over 40 years, Sandy
and Steve Waters raised their three children—
James, John, and Anne—here.

Because swimming emphasized the value of physical activity, fostered community
connection, and taught important life lessons about competition, hard work, and
persistence, the sport became an important part of their family life from 1982 to
2003.

Grateful for the impact the sport had on their lives, the Waters family contributed to
improving swimming facilities at Oberlin College, Greenwich High School, Phillips
Exeter Academy, Stanford University, and locally at the YMCA and YWCA.

Sandy served on the YMCA of Greenwich Board twice, most recently from 2008-2017,
and was Board Chair from 2014-2017. She helped rebuild the Board, supported the
resolution of debt from the construction of the new pool and renovation of the Y's
100-year-old facility, and worked to stabilize the organization.

Over the years in Greenwich, Sandy has served as PTA Council President, a member
and Chair of the Greenwich Board of Education, and President of the Greenwich
League of Women Voters. She has also served on the YWCA Board and as a Trustee
of Oberlin College.

Sandy and Steve have been married for 50 years. They have seven grandsons and one
foster grandson—many of whom are now involved in YMCA aquatics programs across
the country, continuing a family tradition shaped by the Y.

We are deeply grateful for Sandy's lasting impact on the YMCA of Greenwich and the
generations of families who will benefit from her leadership.
